[bookmark: _qq23qudbw20d]Entrance of Participants
(Installing Marshal escorts the Inviting Officer to the East while music is played by the Installing Musician. The Installing Marshal returns to her chair and is seated.)
	
Inviting Officer: (gives prepared remarks)
Welcome should include:
· Positive experience or story about Rainbow and its impact on Rainbow Girls OR 
· A personal story about the Worthy Advisor-elect
· Explain the meaning of raps
· Request phones be turned off or placed on silent
(As stated in the Gold Book, pictures are permitted to be taken while the Bible is open, during an Open Installation, as long as people are not moving around the room to do so.)

Inviting Officer: “Installing Marshal, you will invite the Grand Worthy Advisor to enter the Assembly Room.”
(Installing Marshal meets the Grand Worthy Advisor at the door on Charity's side of the Assembly Room (if available) and presents her behind the bow.)

Inviting Officer: (greets/welcomes the Grand Worthy Advisor) 
"Installing Marshal, you will escort the Grand Worthy Advisor to the East."
(Installing Officer escorts the Grand Worthy Advisor to her seat on Hooe’s side of the East.)

Inviting Officer:  “Installing Marshal, you will invite the Installing Officer to enter the Assembly Room.”
(Installing Marshal meets the Installing Officer at the door on Charity's side of the Assembly Room and escorts her to the East on Charity's side.)

(Inviting Officer presents the Installing Officer with the gavel and invites her to preside.  Once the Installing Officer invites all the groups into the Assembly room, there cannot be any break in the Ritual until after the Marshal makes the proclamation.) 

Installing Officer: “Sister Marshal, you will invite the Installing Board to enter the Assembly Room”.
(Marshal leads in the Installing Board in two lines, each single file. Rainbow Girls and Majority Members on Charity’s side, Adults/Advisors on Hope’s side of the Assembly Room, making adjustments as needed based on the chairs available in the East.  Marshal leads the Adult side and waits for the first in line, on the Girls side, to reach the same level that she is on, and then both sides approach the East.)

Installing Officer: “Installing Marshal, you will invite the Honour Guards to enter the Assembly Room.” 
(The Honour Guard members are led single file to special seating placed on the Assembly floor level in front of the East, in lines in front of the MA and Chaplain’s chairs, as space allows in the Assembly room.)

Installing Officer: “Installing Marshal, you will invite the Officers to enter the Assembly Room.”
(The Marshal meets the Officers, including the Mother Advisor, at the door on Charity's side.  They enter single file in order of Office seniority (list found on page 22 of the yellow Ritual). When entering, the Officers follow the Marshal and enter the special bow behind the Bow Officers chairs from Charity's side and follow the line of chairs to the South.  When all are in position, the Marshal bows and they are seated.  The Marshal returns to her seat and sits down.)

Installing Officer:  “Installing Recorder, you will read the Dispensation.”

[bookmark: _e5rnxdpzc4o4]Installation of Officers
 (As per Installation Ceremony in the Ritual)

(The Installing Officer may be a single person who does all of the speaking parts, or the Worthy Advisor/Mother Advisor may choose more than one person and ask each one to do a specific part(s). In that case, the Installing Officer may announce the next speaker as Installing Officer while they approach the East. Or, each speaker may simply approach while the Marshal is escorting the previous person/flag to its seat/place, without being named.)

[bookmark: _uuyuc2xc4qko]Installing Team Special Instructions
If a member of the Installing team is also an Officer, they should:
· Present themselves behind the Bow before the Installing Officer asks the Marshal to present them at the Altar. They may sit in an empty chair or stand near Love’s station.
· Be escorted to their Office chair, and stay there if they have finished their Installing work.
· Be escorted to their Office chair, take off their jewel and place it on the right side of their chair, before resuming their role in Installation. They should not wear their jewel and do Installing work.
· A special Marshal may step in to present the Installing Marshal to be installed into her Office.

Special Instructions for the Marshal:
· The Marshal should stand on the left side of all Officers during Installation, and take a step back on their right foot after speaking to the Installing Officer.
· The Officer should be centred in front of the Bible during Installation.
· Put the jewel on from the Officers’ left side, no matter what side the jewel is on the Altar.
· Make the triangle with the jewel ribbon, before placing it around the neck.
· Wait at the station of Hope in between Officers being presented to the Altar.
· Make the proclamation using the right hand with a closed fist, not an open hand.
· During the proclamation, name any offices not yet installed, but will be filled by active members.

WA:  “Sister Drill Leader (or Installing Marshal), you will escort my parents back to their seats.”

WA: “Sister Drill Leader (or Installing Marshal), you will escort __________________________________ (Jr. PWA)
and Mr./Mrs./Ms./Mum/Dad ________________________________ (person presenting PWA jewel) to the East.”
(Presentation of PWA jewel and appreciation to the PWA is shared. Jr. PWA presents travelling gavel to new WA, if the Assembly has this tradition.)

WA:  “Sister Chaplain, you will attend the Altar.”
(Newly installed Chaplain (or Installing Chaplain, if new Officer isn’t present) proceeds West, South and East to approach the Altar from the South.  She bows slightly and carries the open Bible to the Recorder’s desk, where she closes it. 
If the Assembly wishes to have the Bible signed by the PWA and/or PMA, the Chaplain carries the closed Bible to the Altar, entering from the South, and waits inside the bow stations until the Bible closed, and returns it to the Recorder’s desk. 
The Chaplain may return directly to her seat from the Recorder’s desk. She is permitted to pass between the Altar and the East because the Bible is closed.)

[bookmark: _wquu62sqee2e]Crowning Ceremony
(The Crowning Ceremony takes place immediately after the Bible is closed, but before the jewels are retired. People may gather in the center of the room for pictures.)

Installing Officer:   “You have now assumed the station of Worthy Advisor, the highest honour conferred upon a girl in a subordinate Assembly, and are prepared to guide your members to a life of service to others.  As your Mother Advisor places the Crown upon your head, may it ever remind you of the crowning glory of girlhood and a life of service to others.  May you always wear it with humility and dignity as you preside in your own Assembly this term.”
(Crown is placed on WA’s head by the MA.)
